Board of Directors Action

The Board of Directors at the June 20" Board meeting changed rule #12 as
follows:
12: Membership Dues;

Regular Membership shall be $48.00 per year

Senior members 65 years old at the start of the membership year AND
having at least one year's prior membership as a regular member shall
pay $30.00 per year.

Junior members shall be 18 years old or less and shall pay $5.00
per year.

Life membership shall be 15 times the current regular membership dues.
Life membership shall be paid in full and is not refundable.

Guest membership shall be the same fee as the regular membership.

The above rule change shall become effective 30 days after publication in the
club newsletter.

We are approaching August 31%, the end of the membership year. During this
year our membership has grown to over 800 as we have welcomed many new
members. A few new member applications are already waiting for July 1% when we
begin issuing cards for the new membership year.

Please do not use the New Member Application included in this newsletter to
renew. Pre-printed renewal forms will again be mailed out by the end of July to all
members in the database. When you receive your form, please look at it carefully and
make corrections before it is returned. We like to keep our records up to date.

The dues committee recommended last year, and the Board approved, a small
dues increase for the upcoming year. Regular membership and guest membership will
increase to $48.00 and the senior membership will increase to $30.00. Indoor range
membership will remain at $75 and junior dues will remain at $5.00. A junior member
has to be of age 18 and under, according to the NRA. We follow this NRA rule as
stated in our by-laws. Junior members must be accompanied by an adult member
when using the ranges.

The following are a few comments, primarily for new members, about the “Other
Optional Payments” section on the lower left side of the coming renewal form:

All members PLEASE mark “yes” or “no” in the Plastic Card Holder line. You
will not receive a plastic card holder if it is not requested on the form.

The New York State Conservation Council appreciates your $1.00 optional
“Buck a Member” donation which we submit to them at the end of the year.

Yearly optional Membership Buttons will again be available. Some members
like to pin them on their hats and some just collect them. You can get yours for free from
a board member when you are on club grounds. Otherwise, for $3.00 we’ll again mail
the button to you if that is more convenient.

New membership cards are mailed out promptly after payment is received. When
you receive your new card, please keep it in a safe place. There is a $5.00 fee for a
duplicate card if yours is lost or misplaced.

BCSA takes part in the NRA Recruiter Program. Please join or renew the NRA
membership thru BCSA. The annual NRA membership is only $25.00 and BCSA gets a
rebate from the NRA. Applications can be submitted to the NRA off our website:
www.bcsportsmen.org if we choose to use a credit card. We can also mail you an
application with business reply envelope if you contact me at 607-648-8193.

Attention: Rifle Range Safety: Some members have reported that there are
still some shooters who do not follow our basic safety rules on the range. Please
remember these very important safety precautions:

Before anyone goes down range to attend targets

All rifles are to be unloaded, magazines removed bolts open and placed in rifle
rack.

Pistols - magazines out, slides back and placed on table.

Safety and consideration for fellow members is every ones responsibility.

It is also important to use hearing and eye protection while the range is active.
Tell others on the range when you are about to fire to give them an opportunity to
cover their ears and eyes.

Pistol Range; The same goes for this range - Only .22 cal. rifle can be used
on this range. Pistols - same - Loaded pistols are not to be carried down range
when attending targets. BCSA wants every one to use safe handling of fire arms
and have fun shooting.

Smallbore Silhouette shooters: Ron will not be running the matches next year,
so if you want the matches to continue, someone will need to step up to the plate
and take over as match director. If you enjoy the competition, it's well worth the
small amount of time invested.
